MOCK D.U.I. SCENARIO

Check List
Confirm Date and Location

· No sports activities or irrigation on field from the afternoon before through day of event.
· Confirm units: 
Fire Rescue: (minimum of 2 Rescues, 2 Engines, 1 Command Unit, and 1 Air Transport) and place on Departmental Calendar. Law Enforcement: (minimum 4 motorcycles, 1 investigation vehicle w/ cage to transport DUI suspect, death notification vehicle to transport parents to hospital) Baldwin-Fairchild: (I hearse)
Secure towing service and wrecked vehicles

· Need 2 wrecked vehicles, one to be destroyed by extrication.  Prefer clean interior, with heavy frontal damage.  Wrecker to deliver vehicles at least one hour prior to dress rehearsal time for cleaning and set-up. Following the event, and after the wrecker retrieves the vehicles, students and/or maintenance personnel need to remove remaining glass pieces from field (shop vacuum). 
· Match the Date Car (the one with no extrication damage) for the school to duplicate.
Confirm Volunteers 
· Send email notification and reminders concerning date and time of event and any meetings

· Schedule planning meeting with school and appropriate volunteers

· Coordinate rehearsal date and time and “rain” date

Coordinate with school

· Contact person for event

· Location for debriefing after event to include refreshments for approx. 25

· Students essays 

· Video production team 
Football Field Specifics
· Confirm adequate entry point for large apparatus (move fencing, if needed)
· A/C power near 50 yard line and in stands (preferred 2 circuits, one for smoker and one for PA system)

· Remove or secure helicopter hazards
· Select staging area for rescuers and Law Enforcement
EQUIPMENT/SUPPLIES NEEDED:

· Tarps (for over and under wrecked vehicles) and twine for tying-down

· Cleaning supplies (for making vehicles habitable for students); includes whisk broom and scoop, disinfectant, trash bags, et cetera 

· Extra body bag and yellow blanket

· Smoke Machine with extension cord and extra fluid
· Ear protection for students (if explosion is used)

· Beer, wine, drugs for props inside date car
· Personal protection for set-up (safety glasses, sunscreen, leather gloves)

· PA system: including microphones, batteries, portable radio with common frequency, cables, cable protectors, mixer marking tape, power strips, and extension cords.
· U-channel sign post to cover wiring on track 
MISCELLANEOUS:
· “Reverse 911” activated for day before event
· 911 tape of caller

· Communications Center interaction
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
