MOCK D.U.I. SCENARIO

INTRODUCTION
The Mock DUI Program targets junior and senior high school students to demonstrate the dangers of driving while impaired.  In addition, this is a great opportunity for Law Enforcement and Fire/EMS as a training session for EMS care, air transport, and incident command.  Expect up to 1200 students and guests in the stands.
EVENT SPECIFICS FIRE RESCUE
· Drill is dispatched and mitigated on 9-Foxtrot. (Check your radios now).
· Respond with lights and siren for dramatic effect.
· All radio traffic is amplified to the audience.  Use generic terms, for example: “death” or “serious injuries”, not “no code” or “ALS unstable”. 

· Park near scene, but do not block audience’s view. (Review map).
· Pronounce #1 (Dead Girl) and cover with yellow sheet in car (DO NOT REMOVE THIS VICTIM FROM THE VEHICLE UNTIL AFTER THE HELICOPTER HAS LEFT), do not treat #2 (Drunk Guy), and begin care on #3 (Air Transport Patient) and #4 (Ground Transport Patient).
· Be as realistic as possible (no invasive EMS) and play to the audience.  Remember, “Hollywood vs. precise techniques”.

· Time management: up to 20 minutes of extrication and patient care.  At the least, pop the doors (even if they are not jammed) and flap the roof.
· If Air Rescue 3 is utilized, the patient must be replaced by a CPR manikin in the back of a Rescue.  If Air Care or Fire Star is used, the patient is transported to a remote location via their airship and retrieved by FD staff.

· Remove Dead Girl from car and place on track.  Secure under yellow blanket.

· As soon as helicopter departs, turn off all apparatus and stop all activity as the focus is on the Dead Girl’s poem.

· When prompted, line up as a group and take a bow!

EVENT SPECIFICS LAW ENFORCEMENT
· First responder (DUI arresting officer) goes to vehicle to assess situation – radio incident information and request emergency personnel response – begin crime scene investigation
· Motorcycle responders (4 total) first 2 assist with investigation (crime tape, measure, remove liquor bottles from vehicle – place on top in clear view of audience and return evidence to John Rogers after event) upon removal of dead girl from vehicle 1 motorman will stand at parade rest by body on track (assist to maintain tarp coverage and placement into hearse) second 2 will gather details of event from 911 callers (have 911 caller relocate 911 caller vehicle to predetermined location prior to gathering event information) 
· During investigation make note of location of “living room” and parents as to not walk through the area and to maintain their view and audience view
· Death notification officer comes to the home after the hearse has loaded the body and has left the field.  Knock on door – notify parents and escort them to hospital
· When prompted come to field in line and take a bow!  
SAFETY CONCERNS

· If a true emergency arises, announce “this is not a drill” and stop the drill to attend to the real emergency.

· Cover students during extrication to shield from hazards
· To prevent damage, no tight turns on rubberized track or grass field.

· Watch for increased pedestrian traffic.
MISCELLANEOUS
· Staging person maintain visual with field and activities and monitor direction of travel for vehicles entering field
· Complete the participation roster and return to Robin Butler
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
