1. I though that the presentation on Thursday made people think about how bad decisions could affect them. It was very hot, but still it was informative and gave a very good view on how the police and firefighters deal with accidents. This was sad, but I’m sure it was an eye opener for everyone.

2. I really enjoyed the DUI presentation. It was very realistic and learned from it. My cousin was killed by a drunk driver so I already knew the reality. But many other students don’t know the reality first hand. So I think many others learned from it. I think many people will think twice about drinking and driving.
3. The assembly was very interesting and informative. I like how they used students that attend the school. I like how they treated like a real situation. Also bringing out the helicopter was nice and to see it land right on the field. Overall it was good and I would like other people to see this so they know what could happen.
4. Thursday’s presentation about DUI had a big impact on me. I always knew that no one should ever drink and drive, but after seeing that presentation it really hit me hard. It made me tear up to think that it could be me or someone dear to me in the shoes of those that were injured or died in the presentation. 9. I think it was a scary experience, but then again it makes you think twice about drinking before prom. It was sad and it made me feel like it was my own friends.
10. My reaction on Thursday about drunk driving changed my whole life. I well never drive drunk, I would rather let one of my friends drive my car to take me home. It made it harder on me by having to watch it, but I am going to do my best to persuade anybody I know not to drive under the influence.

33. After watching the DUI skit I was more inclined to drive defensive on prom night because of the facts they red and I know a lot of people who plan to drink that night. So I have to look out for me and mine.

34. I was touched deeply even though I don’t drink. I really paid attention to the fireman because that’s what I want to do. It was a great presentation and I learned a lot.

35. On Friday we went out to the stadium to watch a play on drinking and driving. A high school couple got in an accident and the girl was killed. It was really moving to watch something so realistic happen right in front of my eyes. Then after everything was over they had the casket sitting at the exit for everyone to see. It was a real eye opener because I know people that drink and drive and that could happen to them if they don’t stop.

36. The DUI assembly really opened up my eyes to a lot of things. You never really realize what can happen to you unless you actually see what happens. The part that got to me the most was when they were putting the girl in the hearse and they were playing a sad song. It reminded me of my mom and I started bawling. An urge of sadness came over me.

37. My feelings about the DUI assembly was that it was very sad it touch me and made me think about my chances and to not drink and drive it was a reality check that made me have a 2nd look on everything that I do or my friends do.

38. While watching that assembly I got flashbacks of my father’s death because it all happened the same way. When the cop came to the parent’s house to tell them about the incident that was the worse part and I understand how it feels. It was very real and I hope people relieve what’s at stake.

39. At first I thought it was going to be a little boring because last year wasn’t that great. But, then when they started and everything was good. I was shocked at first cause the explosion scared me. Afterwards it made me cry because I felt like it was really happening. I mean it does happen in real life but it was so sad just looking at the parents reactions. I loved it and I think that it made a difference to a lot of people. It did to me.

40. The DUI assembly compared to last years was way more impacting on me. It opened my eyes because even if you just have half of a beer you still shouldn’t drive. Also it made me think of all the innocent people out there who get killed by drunk drivers. It was really upsetting and I hope everyone looks at it like I do because we don’t want any of our loved ones to be involved in an accident death with alcohol.
41. Well the assembly hit me with Adams a reality check. I didn’t know period 2 that drinking and driving can make 4/27/04 that big of an impact. So I know Ms. Mc Caskill that I’m not gonna drink and drive. I don’t drink at all.

42. The program of the DUI assembly really sent a message to me and my friends. My mom was in an accident and what they did was bring back a lot of memories. It nearly brought tears to my eyes. Most of the other people were laughing and that had upset us a lot. I was glad they had that assembly because it was a lesson that no one should go through.

43. After watching the DUI assembly I felt bad for the people who die in car accidents. Car crashes like that happen because people are drinking and driving. I don’t want to die like that so I just won’t drink at all. Drinking and driving is a very dangerous thing to do.

44. It started off boring. It seemed like it was going to be stupid. Then the special effects went off and it got interesting. It made me want to be careful and safe from now on.

45. Thursday’s assembly was very serious. Many people are involved in accidents like that and have lost people to them. I know at one point I almost lost my mom because she got hit by a car. This something that a lot of people don’t realize happens everyday and maybe it not them but it doesn’t mean that it couldn’t be. This assembly just reminded me to be careful my actions and what I do because I never know what could happen.

46. It was hot outside and it was sad because of the song.

47. It was hot outside but it was pretty sad and fun watching at the same time.

48. It was very hot but it was OK.

49. My thoughts about Thursday’s presentation are that I thought that it was very interesting I made me open my eyes a little more about driving safety. In the beginning I thought that it was going to be boring but after a few minutes I realized that I should pay very close attention because I seen that the age group that it was directed to was teens. I learned that an accident can happen anytime. I already knew that it’s not good to drink and drive but now I also know that you should be smart enough not even to get in a car with a person that has had only one drink.

50. I thought that the DUI assembly was very sad. However I thought that was slightly over dramatic with the casket and pictures of Zoralyas all over the school. Also why can’t a girl get arrested next year?

51. I thought the assembly was well put together. It was though and opened up eyes. It touched many people. Hopefully this made people think. On prom night especially.

52. The DUI program was good because it showed the students the dangers of driving in a DUI. It made a good example. Lousing students to have second thoughts of being stupid and paying consequences. It made the students realize the dangers.

53. It was scary. I didn’t that to happen to me. It mad me kind of sad. But I’m happy that the school took the time to make a presentation.

54. It was funny; they tried, but some was comedic. They did a lot to get the point across. It may have worked for most people. I didn’t pay attention because I don’t drink and I know some drunk could hit me anyway.

55. The performance of the DUI act out was very impacting. It was life like and sad. It was kind of upsetting at the end and even brought a tear to my eye. It also made me realize how lucky I am to be here and safe.

56. It was a good play and a good message. I enjoyed it and learned a lot.

57. I wasn’t here to see the presentation. But I was in the class that performed it so I know what happened. It’s reality. That exactly what happens to someone each year all because of a bad decision to drink. It’s innocent people that die or get injured. Sometimes the drinker walks away free, sometimes don’t. It’s sad. I think it was good that they are trying to let us know what it would be like and how it is for the policemen and firemen. It’s sad that everyone gets affected by one person’s bad decision. It’s like a dominoes effect one thing leads to another. That is something everyone should keep in mind that your decisions good or bad doesn’t only affect you but everyone close to you and sometimes others as well. It’s a serious matter. It’s good that they treated it that way. I think everyone should remember this on prom.

58. I think it is an eye opener. It gave me insight into what really happens when you drink and drive. It was touching and with the coffin and little ceremony outside the stadium was a tear jurker. It was interesting to watch with the Jaws of Life cutting out the people and putting one in an ambulance, police cars and morgue. I think it was a lot dramatic but was well thought out. It was dramatic when the police officer had to tell Zoralyas parents she died in an accident and when she was one of them taken away by helicopter. I think it shocked many people and hopefully will show them not to drink and drive.

59. I think that the DUI demonstration was very accurate. My law teacher, Mr. Bebholtz, said that everything was correct except that in a real accident not that many police officers and fireman go to the scene of the accident. I think that when an accident like this happens it is very sad and the funny thing is the person that is under influence is usually the one that stays alive. It’s like they have to live with their guilty conscience. I also think that the firemen took too long to get the people out. I think that in a real accident they would’ve bled to death.

60. The DUI assembly was an eye opener for me and many others. Although I personally have never been a person to drink alcohol it really enlightens me on how other people’s mistakes can affect my life. At first it seemed comical due to simulation which was a bit unrealistic but when the paramedics and police came it became much more serious. It seemed all so real when paramedics began going through procedures I saw myself in that position. I always promised myself that that day I change to drink I won’t let a friend drink and drive, and I won’t ride with someone that has had any trace of alcohol. Towards the end it really touched me with the poem and the hearse. It became an awaking for me and it was much more sad and serious than I ever could have imagined.

61. I thought that the DUI assembly was very realistic. It gave a real scenario of what happens when anyone not just teenagers drink and drive. I think it put a thought into a lot of people about what really happens. It was almost like a wake up call. Not a lot of teenagers think that after they drink it will affect their ability to drive. I liked how the firefighters and paramedics acted out as if it was a real accident. They showed how long it takes them to arrive on the scene and what steps they take to start helping victims. My eyes started to water when they put the girl into the body bag and then had to tell her parents of what happened. I couldn’t begin to image how my family would react. I hope I never make the wrong decision of driving drunk or getting in the car with a drunk driver because both of the outcomes will be the same.

62. I thought the assembly was a really good show and reenactment of a DUI accident. I know that’s why I don’t want to drive on prom. I know it touch me and yes it can make a different to some people and the way they think.

63. I thought that the DUI assembly was very powerful and realistic. I believe that it touched everyone in the audience as well as me and made us all realize how serious drinking and driving really is. Even if you’re not the one drinking you can still end up the one getting hurt and that is the scary thing. I love how it was so realistic and they showed us exactly what would happen if this were the situation. It was a very moving assembly.

64. The scene of the accident, and how it started was very real. This could happen to anyone. The sad thing about this is that the person that didn’t drink had to pay for the mistake of others. This made me realize the importance of not drinking and driving, or letting a person drive while their drunk. I think that accidents like this can happen to anybody at anytime. Either a person causes the accident, or it’s a victim of it. I think this showed that drinking is a dangerous thing to do, not only because I’m risking my life, but I’m also risking the life of others.

65. The DUI assembly was pretty sad but I must admit 2 years ago I saw it also so I knew what to expect. So it didn’t have the same effect on me. I really did enjoy it though. I think it has a good impact on people seeing someone you know or somewhat know die because of a DUI is sad. I mean anyone dying is sad. Then when you see the parent’s reaction that is really sad and goes kind of beyond just being sad but sympathetic as well. It really gets you thinking do you want your parents / family to go through that pain. When I saw Zoralys parents I envisioned mine and it made me want to cry. One stupid mistake can cause so much pain it’s a sad thought, it also makes you think about drinking and especially driving while drinking. I think the assembly is a good idea it probably saves lives each year. I totally support this assembly even though at the same time I find a little too preachy but then again people need that sometimes.

66. On April 22, 2004 the alarming sounds of ambulances, fire trucks, police cars, motor cycles and a helicopter took over Timber Creek’s football field. While the drama department along with help of our homecoming queen and her family were putting on a mock DUI it all seemed to real to be a skit being put on to teach the young teen drivers here at Timber Creek not to drink and drive. This event seemed to have touched the students in a large way. As I watched the hood of one of the cars being torn off and Zoralys being placed into a body bag and put into the back of a hearse I looked around and saw tears rolling down the faces of my friends. After watching one of my best friends pass away after being hit by a drunk driver a few months ago I think this mock DUI meant more to me than others. Drinking and driving is not something to mess around with. I think the skit was a great success and hopefully it will stick in everyone’s mind before they drink and drive or even get in the car with a drunk driver.

67. My review of the DUI assembly was great. I think it was an eye opener. It was so scary and real. I never had planned to drink and drive and now it will never come to mind. I think the assembly was a great idea and should be shown every year around prom time.

68. I thought the DUI presentation came across very well, even though we are told this often. The dramatization seemed very real and made an impact on many of the people who watched it, including myself. I already know in my mind that drinking and driving is stupid but if you changed one persons mind from that presentation then you’ve accomplished a great task. My only complaint was the heat, but other than that it was cool. Anyways great presentation I hope you continue to show it to juniors and seniors in the future years.

69. I was in the DUI presentation my freshman year. It was a great experience. But I didn’t get to see how it looks because I was in it so when I heard I was excited. It really moved me. I’m glad teens got to see it. My cousin and her two boys almost died because of a careless teen. The car was total she and her kids were OK. So when I was watching it I was thinking what if they didn’t make it and I began to cry. I really enjoyed it. I hope people after get to see it.

70. Last Thursday I attended the DUI assembly. The assembly was very moving. The assembly brought a different view of the fun part of prom. On that night and other dates one must be extra careful with the crazy drivers. I was shocked to hear the statistics of people who are injured. When they presented the mock DUI and put people I know in the situation I was really shocked. I knew about DUI but never had someone I knew be involved.  I know it was fake but it can happen to anyone of us.

71. Even though it was very hot outside the whole scene of the DUI assembly the way they used Timber Creeks own students to play the roles of the students. Zoralys Santiago was homecoming queen, cheerleading captain and president of senior class Zoralys was the one who was killed and it showed that it could happen to anyone even the ones you never expect. I thought the whole thing was very emotional and my eyes were very teary. What really set it off was that Zoralys parents were involved in the DUI assembly.

72. Well this was my second time seeing this reenactment and it was just as emotional as the first. Every body it seemed from every department of health and rescue was there. They held nothing back just as if it was a real crash. My first reaction to this was not this horrible thing could be happening to people we know and in just 1 second there whole lives are changed and even lost. It is a very sad truth how teenagers go out and drink almost every weekend and then risk not only their lives but even innocent people. This crash was played out well with all the rescue teams there. The most emotional part was when they put Zoralys in the body bag, load her into the hearse, then began reading a sad poem and played a very sad song. It was all very emotional especially when the police have to go and tell a family their daughter was dead. That was so sad and could easily happen to anybody I might know.

73. I was a junior last year my friends had told me about the whole DUI demonstration. They said it was good and had a lot to say. When I saw it I thought the same thing. I never really put to much thought into drunk driving. I just simply thought that I shouldn’t be under the influence of alcohol while I’m driving. My friend and I were discussing how most people don’t do it only because they know they can get in trouble with the cops in a bad way. They don’t even think about the fact that they can hurt someone else or themselves.

74. On Thursday April 22, 2004 there was a drinking and driving assembly. The skit basically described a couple who decided to go out on a date and decided not to drink and drive, but get into an accident with someone who was drinking and driving. Then all of the emergency help comes and demonstrates what they do to save lives. Eventually the girl dies and they air lift her as the skit continues a funeral car comes and takes her away. When it finishes the cops take the parents (tell them what happened to their child) and asks to identify their child. This skit really made me think of how one stupid decision can change your life completely. The person who was drinking and driving is now incriminated as they tested him for alcohol.

75. The mock DUI assembly affected me more than I thought it would. I thought that it was just going to be another simulation that the school was putting on just like all the other schools. I thought that I would be strong; considering the fact that I myself suffered due to someone’s carelessness of not exactly drinking under the influence, but due to a car accident and just having a very traumatizing death of someone that I loved. At the age of three and a half, my mother died in car accident in Massachusetts. The vehicle that hit the car was a semi-truck. What probably makes it worse is that I was in the car too. The truck driver was in the left lane and my mother was in the right lane. The semi was going over 70 miles per hour. The truck started going into the right lane. My mother tried moving around avoid it. The driver said he was trying to avoid my mother. You can’t avoid a small car when you’re in a semi truck going 70 miles per hour. My mom hit the front windshield. She died on arrival to the hospital. My car seat was found in the backseat perfectly fine. There was a sort of pocket of air, more like a hole, where I would’ve been sitting. I was told that my mom had taken me out of the seat and put me on her lap to protect me. I don’t know if that’s before the actual impact or after. All I can say is that the assembly really affected me. I started to cry right after they showed the car accident. I tried to be strong and just watch, but I couldn’t. When something that traumatizing happens to you, the smallest thing related to it will trigger memories. I personally hope that everyone who watches those types of assemblies is greatly affected by them. Even though everyone kept telling me that it wasn’t for real, the fact that it could happen and happens everyday, like in my case, not just on special occasions like graduation and prom, like they mentioned in the assembly.

76. The drug and alcohol assembly was great; it was my first assembly I enjoyed. Even though I don’t drink or do drugs I learned a lot. The whole event was such a reality it kind of made me cry. I know a lot of people who saw the assembly don’t care they will end up drinking and driving until something bad happens to them. Then they will realize what people say about drinking and driving is true. It can kill you or kill someone else. “We are who we chose to be”. Life is full of choices and we are the ones who know what choices are good for us in order to have a good life and be happy. Everyday people make bad decisions some are stupid and some you don’t realize it until after. But the stupid ones we can control we just have to know when we are going to make those bad decisions and stop ourselves. If only the people in charge of the assembly could do the assembly twice or 3 times a month so they can remind us what to do in the situation of getting drunk and what is best to do afterwards.

77. The DUI assembly was one of the most dramatic things I have ever witnessed. People don’t expect to get any dramatic reactions from teenagers, but the truth is that it is harder sometimes for a teenager than older adults. Although there are some teenagers who think that the assembly will never affect there life but one day it will. It has yet to affect my life but for me to be able to witness something like that was just enough. There are many lessons to be learned from the presentation and I know I tried to them all up. Even though I may not be the cause of something like that I am aware that someday it will affect me. The presentation was so dramatic I was stunned and speechless I think it is a great idea to carry on the presentation to Timber Creek and also carry on to other schools.

78. The DUI play was a really good experience for many of us high schoolers. Drinking and driving is a very dangerous and real situation for high school aged kids. Seeing this horrible accident acted out really showed us how bad drinking and driving really can be. Knowing that the students and safety officials were acting made it a little less emotional, but if you put one of your best friends in that situation the thought becomes really emotionally intense. Even if you don’t drink you can still be in the situation the people you are with or the other car involved in the accident could be drinking. This play showed this point and how innocent people can be injured or even killed.

79. The DUI assembly was very powerful and I think it made a lot of kids realize how serious this matter is. It was also interesting to see what exactly goes on in this sort of situation and it was done by great acting. I defiantly think that the assembly will make kids think twice about being in a situation with alcohol.

80. My reaction to this experience was that I felt sad for the parents. Because now since their daughters death they are going to miss out on a lot of things. Because she couldn’t experience the better things in life like getting a good career, going to collage, getting a place of her own, getting married, having kids. The parents are grieving and sad that now they can’t see there daughter grow up.

81. I thought that the drunk driving presentation was very well organized and put together. It truly showed the danger of drunk driving and what happens during an accident. I’m sure this presentation will make kids think twice before drinking and driving or getting in the car with a drunk driver. I think this can be very effective for students especially being shown right before prom.

82. I thought the presentation was good it made me realize how making bad decisions can affect everyone. It has made me make up my mind about drinking and driving and I will never do it. I’m glad I paid attention to the play because in doing so I have saved people from potential vehicular death.

83. This play was incredible. Shows a possibility of what might happen if you drink and drive. This play made me realizes what could happen to me and my family and other families when I drink and drive on the weekends. That would suck. I hope you can read my writing cause I’m wasted right now.

84. The play was very well put together and practiced. It was very realistic. Especially because of the police, helicopter, fire engines and funeral car. It almost made me cry. The ending ceremony with the pictures of the girl who died added sooo much more to the play. Overall it was very good.

85. The portrayal of the DUI accident was shocking, realistic. I got to see the whole incident take place from the teenagers leaving the home to the funeral. The most intriguing scene was when the police officer confronted Zoralys parents and told them she had died. It is difficult to imagine how hard it is both on the officer and the parents. This is the most realistic depiction of a DUI accident I have seen outside of movies. It captured both the chaos and terror of the accident and the emotions that follow. The police officer said that the presentation was worthwhile if only one life is saved. I believe it saved more than one.

86. I thought that the DUI presentation went well. They were able to covey a very important message in a short period of time while keeping the attention of 1000 or so kids. This was much better than a speech and photo show. Since they had actors and real cars and smoke and police officers firemen with trucks and helicopters it left that much more of an impression. Alexis’ acting was totally amazing. I thought he was actually a paid actor because he did so well. They should try to find better doubles. The sound system was actually really good for this event which surprised me. I liked how Lt. Luke walked us through the entire process, showing us how the different procedures go. I think or at least hope that this well executed play has changed the minds of a few students’ activities after prom and at graduation parties.

87. I thought it was something very important to consider. You need to be very careful with the things that are going on now in days. I thought it was very sad how things can go wrong if you are not careful enough with the things that you do.
